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UWNI seeks additional volunteers for the 
3 Impact Councils to help decide and 
review the applications — and keep tabs 
afterwards to see how things are going.

WHEN: A burst of activity takes place in 
Oct. and Nov. which involves both group 
video/remote meetings and site visits of 
applicants. Mid-year (July) and end-of-
year (Jan.) reports are reviewed online.
